Loordinator’s Update
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Message From the Coordinator

Strategic Planning for 2011-
2015: As we head into the
winter months, ISAP strategic
planning for 2011-2015 takes
center stage. As a region, the
Mid South Substance Abuse
Commission (MSSAC) has
released their strategic plan
for the nine county region
that Ingham is a part of. The
nine counties include Clinton,
Eaton, Gratiot, Hillsdale, Ing-
ham, lonia, Jackson, Le-
nawee, and Newaygo. While
geographically connected,
the counties vary greatly in
size and population. Gratiot
county, for instance, has just
over 42, 000 residents—less
than the student population
of Michigan State University!
Ingham county is the largest
with over 277,000 residents,
the next largest county, Jack-
son, has just over 106,000
residents. | share this be-
cause as a county, Ingham’s
size and uniqueness makes
our strategic planning process
large and unique also! The
executive committee for ISAP

(consisting of our ISAP Chair,
Chair Elect, and Immediate
Past Chair as well as ISAP
staff) recommended to the
coalition that we review the
MSSAC regional strategic plan,
and tweak and refine it to
make it suitable for Ingham
county. This makes sense on
multiple levels. First, as ISAP
Coordinator, | was consulted
throughout both the Strategic
Prevention Framework plan-
ning for MSSAC as well as
their strategic planning proc-
ess. Second, why reinvent the
wheel? The MSSAC strategic
plan is clear, concise, and well
planned. A perfect roadmap
for ISAP to follow in our own
plan. As a coalition, you ap-
proved this recommendation,
so look for the draft of our
county strategic plan in time
for discussion at our April
meeting.

Building drug-firee communities.

Did you know? Parents’ attitudes toward underage drink-
ing can influence whether or not youth choose to drink.
Parents can serve as positive role models and can actively
influence their children’s drinking behavior by explicitly
discouraging underage alcohol use, but the converse is
also true. Parents’ permissive attitudes toward underage
drinking have been shown to contribute to the initiation
and continuation of drinking by adolescents before reach-

ing the legal drinking age.
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The Adult Use Workgroup is
conducting focus groups on
February 25th, inviting both
consumers of substance
abuse services and providers,
referring agencies, and medi-
cal personnel to meet sepa-
rately and discuss the ques-
tion:

NAssuming financial re-
sources stay at current lev-
els, what can we, and our
partners in the community,
do to best meet the needs of
community members who
are abusing alcohol and
drugs?0o

Results of the discussion,
conducted by a professional
facilitator, will be compiled
and reported for the work-
group to make further rec-
ommendations to county
stakeholders.
