If you plan to celebrate 

in East Lansing, you need to 

know the following: 

 
Do not block the street or side-

walks. 

Keep moving and avoid large 

crowds. 

Immediately leave any gathering 

that has been declared 

an unlawful assembly· even just 

observing is participating. 

If you are a student and are ar-

rested, your school will 

be notified. 

Any student who is arrested and 

convicted of a criminal 

offense related to an unlawful 

assembly or riot may be 

subject to sanctions, including 

expulsion or suspension 

from his/her school. 

Cooperate with police. If you 

believe your rights have 

been violated by a police officer, 

obtain the officer's 

badge number and consider filing 

a formal complaint 

at a later date.

The  

committee met regularly 

throughout the athletic season, 

first during football and most 

recently during the winter to 

prepare for the spring “March 

Madness” that accompanies the 

NCAA tournament.  In prepara-

tion for the weekend of April 3-

5, a plan is in place to promote 

safe and legal gathering, avoiding 

unsafe and riotous activities, 

enforcement of underage drink-

ing laws, and overall risk-free 

enjoyment of MSU’s successes.

  CALL  517-541-8759 For Tickets 

 



The Community Norms workgroup 

finalized its agreement with the Lans-

ing Lugnuts aimed at promoting 

healthy and responsible use of alcohol 

by adults and reduce access to under-

age youth and young adults.

We plan to 

have recommended final messages for 

the 2011 ISAP implementation plan.  

The Adult Use workgroup held a 

focus group with local substance 

abuse treatment  providers, commu-

nity based agencies, law enforcement, 

and other service providers to dis-

cuss the system and protocol for 

substance abuse referral in Ingham 

County.
