	Dear Senator Kuipers,

My name is _________________, and I'm a member of the Property Management Association of Michigan. It is my understanding that our bills HB 4904 and 4905 have been placed in your committee. I certainly hope that you will take prompt action on these bills as they will not only help me, as a landlord, but my tenants, remain safe.

Currently, the law says that in order to trigger a drug eviction, the landlord is the only one who can file the required police report. This has always been a problem as typically, for a number of reasons, I am the last to know this activity is going on in the building. House bills 4904 and 4905 would remove the phrase "by the landlord" and would allow me to use anyone's police report to start a drug eviction action.

This protects three parties - me, the neighbor, and the tenant. I won't be stymied by the requirement that only I can file the report and instead can rely on the report of others who have actually seen the transaction. The neighbor will finally feel some control over their safety in the building. And as for the tenant, although a neighbor can file the report, ultimately, if the source is questionable, I have the final word on if the eviction notice should occur.

I believe that this is a reasonable and necessary change in the current law. If you have any questions, please feel free to contact me, or Mia McNeil, our lobbyist at Kelley Cawthorne. Thank you in advance for your support of these bills and I look forward to a committee held on them soon.
